To satisfy the rapid growth of data storage environment of the 
enterprise, and solve the management problem of storage 
equipment for the IT administrator, RiteStor launch the Network 
attached storage (NAS) embedded with Windows Storage Server 
2003 (WSS2003) to provide customer with more economic, more 
stable and better performance storage environment. This total 
solution includes both hardware and software for customer 
requirement, which passes the integration test to ensure the 
availability and reliability.  
 
The RW-3163 comes with 16 hot-swappable drive trays 
accommodating 3.5" SATA drives. It is equipped with RAID 
controllers to offer fault tolerant data protection. It is a full featured 
data protection supporting RAID levels 0, 1, 0+1, 3, 5, 6 and JBOD. 
Supporting hot spare, automatic hot rebuild and online capacity 
expansion within the enclosure. 
 
System reliability is ensured by an environmental monitoring unit, 
which tracks the enclosure temperature as well as individual disk 
temperatures. If any irregularity in these systems occurs, the 
monitoring unit alerts the administrator. 
 
Distributed File System (DFS) 
Setup single entry point for file access and provide service of query and 
physical address mapping. It helps users to access different path of file 
servers among the enterprise. Benefit of the DFS is the integration of path, 
users do not need to know the physical path of the file, it also provide user 
the nearest location to improve network usage. 
 
Virtual Disk Service (VDS) 
Provide standard disk management interface to support different hardware 
vendor. It transfer physical device to logical disk unit so that administrators 
do not need to learn different commands of venders. When adding a new 
disk system, VDS can allocate it immediately for users to quick production. 
 
Volume Shadow Copy Service (VSS) 
Provide point-in-time recover for one or more disk section to enhance the 
effective of data protection. If there is any open file during the backup 
operation, it can continue the operation without closing the file. Also the 
provision of Shadow Copies for Shared Folder (SCSF) helps to reduce 
administrator workload. User can recover the deleted files by themselves. 
 
Storage Manager (Optional Module) 
The storage manager module for storage policy setting helps administrator 
set rules of volume storage boundary and file type such as forbidding saving 
files with unknown identity. It also provides comprehensive reports for 
administrator to query. 
 
iSCSI (optional modules) 
The iSCSI modules for block mode transfer is ideal for database application 
such as SQL or Exchange via Ethernet network. It provides flexible 
expansion and management in storage architecture.
